In the spring of 2016, upon considering a number of sources including newspaper articles and videos, a list of observations was complied. 

1 - Millennials feel liberated from politics of previous generations.

2 - Millennials have unique attitudes with respect to authenticity.

3 - Millennial attitudes towards socialism are noticeably different than previous generations.

4 - Millenials may lack understanding and/or concern for precedents of U.S. history.

5 - The relevance of civic participation is important.













Take these five observations and craft them into a cohesive thesis statement:

[bookmark: _GoBack]By embracing perceived authenticity in presidential candidates and challenging previous cultural attitudes towards socialism, millennials are liberated from the political mindset of previous generations, but understanding their unique role in history and the duties of active civics is essential to realizing any meaningful change.

One’s thesis statement need not be this ambitious. Nevertheless, one can agree that meaningful insights produce stronger and more complex opinions that may be explored and defended in one’s writing.
